Since the esrea is under Jurlsdiction of the
Japanesce Arwy, these brothels must have the peraission of, the
milltary to oparate., The military rents the buildings te the
Lerothel keepers,  Tihe prostitutes {(Chincse, Xorcans, and same
Indonasians) ranged in ages frow about ZO0 vo about 25, PW does
not belleve that zhey weére s¢nt to RAVAUL by ihe Guvernment, out
that they had already been established there before the
occupetion. The girls are inspectcd weekly by the Army Medical
Corps. If they have contracted any discascs, they are not
permitted to work untll they are well again.
